DAYS 1 & 2  GOODBYE CANADA, GOOD DAY IRELAND!
Enjoy a private car ride to the airport. Travellers departing from the Toronto 
airport are assisted with their check-in.

DAY 13  HILLSBOROUGH CASTLE & DUBLIN (188 KM)
Travel to County Down to explore Hillsborough Castle, an 18th-century 
Georgian country house, before returning to the Republic of Ireland. Enjoy 
free time in the afternoon to explore Dublin on your own before sitting down 
to a farewell dinner. Overnight in Dublin. (B,L,D)
