Take a day frip to Aoraki/Mount Cook National Park, travelling through
breathtaking alpine landscapes. Stroll part of the Hooker Valley Track,
crossing swing bridges with views of glaciers and New Zealand's highest
peak. Visit the Sir Edmund Hillary Alpine Centre, a museum celebrating
the legendary mountaineer and the region’s climbing hisfory, before sitting
down for lunch at a lakeside retreat overlooking the Southern Alps.
